Charles Rennie Mackintosh is arguably Scotland’s most famous architect and designer, and 
his works were influential in various European design movements. Living most of his life 
in Glasgow, there are many buildings 
around the city that are to Mackintosh’s 
architectural design, including the 
Glasgow School of Art, Queens 
Cross Church and the Daily Record 
Building. No Mackintosh tour would be 
complete without a visit to his Willow 
Tea Rooms, where we enjoy afternoon 
tea, and also visit his finest domestic 
creation at Hill House. Other highlights 
include the Burrell Collection, the 
Walled Garden at Geilston, Glenarn 
Garden and Mount Stuart.

The far north of Scotland and the Orkney Isles may be known for wild moorlands, dramatic 
cliffs and booming surf. Yet, they also nurture remarkable gardens created by determined 
gardeners over generations. Long 
summer days – the famed ‘simmer dim’ 
– provide an ideal backdrop for these 
green havens. We begin in Caithness 
and Sutherland with a visit to the Castle 
of Mey before crossing the Pentland 
Firth to Orkney. There, we follow 
Orkney’s Garden Trail, enjoying special 
access to selected private gardens and 
exploring archaeological treasures such 
as the standing stones of Stenness and 
Brodgar.

Sail to lands of rich history, vibrant wildlife and breathtaking scenery – the Orkney and 
Shetland Isles. People have been drawn here for millennia, from early settlers around 
3000 BCE to the legendary Vikings. 
Orkney’s green, fertile landscapes 
contrast with Shetland’s dramatic cliffs 
and sea-lochs, yet both are steeped 
in the stories of Picts, Norsemen and 
seafaring legends, united by a fiercely 
independent spirit.

Orkney’s 70 islands offer unique history, charm and landscapes. 
Based on the Mainland, we explore hidden gems across the North 
and South Isles. Sail Westray’s Old Norse routes, cross Scapa 
Flow to Hoy with its dramatic scenery and discover the ‘Heart of 
Neolithic Orkney’ on Mainland, including the Stones of Stenness 
and Skara Brae. This itinerary also features part of the scenic North 
Coast 500.

The Isle of Mull, with high peaks and dramatic coastal views, is a place 
of serene beauty. From our base at the Isle of Mull Hotel & Spa, explore 
colourful Tobermory, sail to the seabird-filled Treshnish Isles and 
Staffa’s basalt cathedral, visit Duart Castle with sweeping views to Ben 
Cruachan and discover the peaceful Abbey on Iona – a perfect blend of 
wildlife, history and tranquillity.

Shetland’s rugged islands offer raw beauty, unique culture and 
abundant wildlife. We visit four islands, including Mousa with its 
Iron Age broch, the Shetland Croft House Museum and Jarlshof, 
a 3,000-year archaeological treasure. We explore the northern 
islands of Yell and Unst, sail by boat as islanders have for centuries 
and take in dramatic seascapes, fresh air and the distinctive 
character of this remote archipelago.

Scotland’s northern coast is breathtaking, where wind and sea clash 
against ancient rock. Highlights include Duncansby Head with sea 
stacks and seabirds, John O’Groats, Dunnett Head and the Castle of 
Mey, former summer home of the Queen Mother. From Kinlochbervie, 
explore Strathnaver’s haunting valley and Smoo Cave at Durness, with 
its waterfall and blowhole, revealing the raw power and timeless beauty 
of this remote coastline.

Scotland’s rugged north-west coast is at its most majestic in early 
spring and autumn, with Atlantic waves crashing dramatically 
against the shore. Based in Kinlochbervie, with panoramic views 
over lochs and hills, we explore coastal gems including the white 
sands of Oldshoremore and Smoo Cave at Durness. Evenings are 
spent enjoying fine food, good company and a welcoming fireside 
dram in our highland hotel.

Northern Scotland boasts some of the country’s most scenic railways, 
with Victorian engineers creating sweeping curves and majestic viaducts 
across wild moors and glens. Highlights include Eilean Donan Castle, a 
ride on the Jacobite steam train over the iconic Glenfinnan Viaduct, and 
a visit to Boat of Garten on the Strathspey Line, where the charm of the 
Highlands’ steam era is perfectly recreated.

Scotland’s largest cities, Glasgow and Edinburgh, offer a friendly 
rivalry and strikingly different architecture. Glasgow’s grand 
Victorian centre reflects its ‘Second City of the Empire’ past, while 
Edinburgh blends Georgian elegance with its historic Old Town. 
Highlights include Gladstone’s Land, the Scottish Parliament and 
Georgian House in Edinburgh and Glasgow’s City Chambers, 
exploring each city’s history, character and architectural heritage.

Scotland’s steam journeys combine engineering feats with stunning 
scenery. Ride the Jacobite Steam Train from Fort William to 
Mallaig past Ben Nevis, Loch Morar, River Morar and across the 
Glenfinnan Viaduct. Discover the beauty of Loch Lomond followed 
by Inveraray Castle, cruise Loch Katrine on the steam-powered Sir 
Walter Scott and experience the rotating Falkirk Wheel, linking the 
Union and Forth & Clyde canals.

Look forward to discovering the 
private garden of the President of the 
Italian Camellia Society, the sumptuous 
terraced gardens of the Borromean 
islands, the rare botanical specimens of 
Villa Taranto and the dazzling display 
of azaleas and rhododendrons at Villa 
Carlotta.

Open by special arrangement, we are delighted to offer this rare opportunity to visit 
the ancient gardens of Ninfa. They are as close to gardening perfection as you can get, 
with roses, hydrangeas and jasmines 
curtaining what remains of the walls 
of medieval buildings and paths 
meandering beside a crystal-clear river. 
Equally rare is the opportunity to follow 
in the footsteps of the Popes as we 
visit the gardens of Castel Gandolfo, 
the papal residence just outside Rome. 
The view from the balcony here, with 
its strict geometric parterres, edged by 
towering cypresses and umbrella pines, 
is a sight to behold.

Southern Italy has a beautifully warm climate which, combined with a rich and fertile soil, is 
ideally suited not only to olives, oranges and lemons but to a wide range of tender exotics. 
This has led to the creation of some 
fantastic villas, gardens, vineyards 
and lemon groves all doused in the 
ancient culture that surrounds vibrant 
Naples. We visit La Mortella, a dazzling 
garden of lush exotics, Villa Rufolo 
on the Amalfi Coast and the clifftop 
Villa Cimbrone. There is also the 
opportunity to visit Pompeii, one of the 
most remarkable sites anywhere in the 
world.

The River Somme, which meanders gently through the countryside of Picardy in north-east 
France, takes its name from a Celtic word meaning ‘tranquillity’. We discover why this is 
so apt as we cruise along some 50km 
of the river aboard our electrically 
powered barge. Running the full 
length of the waterway, there is a 
well-maintained towpath, offering 
the chance to walk where the locks 
are more closely spaced. We enjoy 
three half-day cruises over the course 
of our tour, with the rest of the time 
spent exploring our host city of Amiens 
and visiting some of the region’s 
outstanding gardens.

The 
perfect complement to Giverny is the 
Orangerie Museum in Paris, where 
the centrepiece of this outstanding 
collection is Monet’s breathtaking 
series of murals, Les Nymphéas. We 
also visit the Château de Chantilly, 
with its extensive collection of art and 
gardens designed by Le Nôtre.

Blessed with rich soil and a mild climate, it is no wonder that the Loire Valley is known as 
‘The Garden of France’. As we travel through this tranquil and timeless landscape, one 
magnificent château after another appears before us, each one apparently striving to 
outdo the other with their romantic 
atmosphere, dramatic locations and 
beautiful grounds. Highlights include 
the breathtaking recreation of a 16th-
century Renaissance garden at Château 
de Villandry, the International Garden 
Festival held at Château Chaumont-
sur-Loire, Château du Clos Lucé, 
which celebrates the life and works of 
Leonardo da Vinci, plus a wine tasting 
at Château de Valmer.

Join us on a relaxing cruise along the sinuous River Seine combined with a series of visits to 
the outstanding gardens of Normandy, including Monet’s idyllic garden at Giverny. Other 
garden highlights include the Château 
de Mirosmesnil, which represents four 
centuries of harmonious architectural 
styles, and Le Vasterival, one of the 
finest gardens of its type and a lasting 
legacy of its creator, the Princess 
Sturdza. At the Jardin de Plume, we 
discover a natural yet structured 
contemporary garden in a typical 
Normandy orchard. We also enjoy a 
visit to France’s most iconic palace, the 
Château de Versailles.

Away from the busy resorts, the Balearic Island of Mallorca offers a timeless, verdant 
landscape of wooded hills and orange groves, sweeping bays and rocky mountains. The 
gardens here are a delight to visit in 
the warm sunshine, including Raixa 
and Alfaiba, both with Moorish origins 
and later Christian influences and the 
Gardens of Sóller, a botanist’s paradise. 
Elsewhere, we visit the monastery of 
Real Cartuja de Valldemosa, tour the 
island’s principal city of Palma, with its 
Gothic cathedral and Arab baths, and 
take an exhilarating ride on the Tren 
de Soller, a heritage train that runs 
through spectacular mountain scenery.

Andalucía is unrivalled in Europe for its wealth of history, culture, Moorish architecture 
and gardens, all set against the backdrop of the snow-capped mountains of the Sierra 
Nevada. We visit the famous Alhambra 
and Generalife, which commands 
exceptional views down towards the 
old city, the Albaicin. Moving on to 
Córdoba, we visit the Great Mosque 
and the Alcázar de los Reyes Cristianos 
with its characteristic terraced pools 
before discovering the treasures of 
beautiful Seville. We conclude in the 
dramatically situated town of Ronda, 
visiting the Alameda del Tajo Gardens 
and the Palacio de Mondragon, with its 
Moorish courtyards and gardens.

Set in a bright blue sea, some 400 miles off the coast of Africa, lies the lush, volcanic 
Portuguese island of Madeira. Just 36 miles long and 14 miles wide, it is an island of 
outstanding natural beauty. Orchids, 
bougainvillaea, lilies, hydrangeas, 
magnolias, jacarandas and azaleas 
bloom effortlessly throughout the year 
and delight the eye at every turn. Our 
May departure is timed to coincide 
with Madeira’s Flower Festival, when 
the streets are carpeted in flowers and 
colourful displays can be seen on every 
corner. Enjoy grandstand seating along 
the main avenues of Funchal to watch 
this floral spectacle.
